Review of the dissertation work of PhD candidate Kusman Shalabayev by academic advisor
Charles Weller '

Topic: The Continuity of Religion and Tradition in a Secular State

This letter serves as a review of Mr. Shalabayev’s work towards meeting the PhD requirements at
the Department of Religious and Cultural Studies at Al-Farabi Kazakh National University,
including his dissertation.

I became acquainted with Mr. Shalabayev’s work in following ways:

The revival of traditional culture, appeal to the
historical experience of their people, national existence, national identity, and the continuity of
religion and national-cultural traditions are urgent for research, particularly within the context of
globalization. Every country should appreciate the rich historical treasure accumulated over the
centuries. The question of how the younger generation will carry forward and adapt these traditions
to their own continually transforming circumstances must be grounded in and guided by a deep
understanding of how the past heritage has shaped their present reality. The Constitution of the
Republic of Kazakhstan guarantees the freedom of conscience of every citizen. Therefore, the issue
of defining the relationship between the state and religion and legal regulation of the work of
religious associations remains relevant. The Republic of Kazakhstan has chosen a secular model,
but the Kazakh ethnic group, which makes up the majority of the population, adheres to the
indigenous religion of Islam, with all customs and traditions closely interwoven with their Islamic
faith tradition.

At this point, I am satisfied that Mr. Shalabayev has addressed these matters in a satisfactory

manner and has thus fulfilled the necessary requirements pursuant to his PhD defence. I trust his
