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To Whom It May Concern;

I have now reviewed Ms. Gulnara Nussipova’s dissertation project — The Phenomenon of
Freedom in the Spiritual and Moral Dimension of Kazakh Philosophy: From Tradition to
Modernization — and am writing this evaluation in my capacity as foreign scientific advisor for
her Ph.D. This overview and evaluation of Ms. Nussipova’s project is based upon a detailed
English synopsis of her research as well as conversations about her research that she and I have
conducted, both in person (during my visit to Almaty in the fall of 20 19) and virtually since the
onset of the pandemic.

Before turning to the details of this overview and evaluation, I note at the outset my
judgment that Mr. Nussipova’s research meets the expectations for the completion of the degree,
Doctor of Philosophy.

Overview. Ms. Nussipova’s dissertation project considers the origin and value of the
concept of freedom, with particular focus on the concept in Kazakh history, culture, and
philosophy. In addition, she makes a case for the ongoing importance of her research to
contemporary Kazakh culture and the future well-being of the Kazakh nation and its citizens.

Significance of Research. There is, perhaps, no more pressing philosophical topic than
that of individual human freedom. It is a source of profound meaning in each person’s life. It is
the locus of the dignity of each person and the basis of the duty of the state and others to respect
each person. It is the foundation of each person’s standing as a moral agent and renders them
accountable for their actions. It is a profound source of meaning that enables persons to claim
their lives as their own and to recognize their narrative histories as reflecting their vision of
themselves and their place in the world. It is, thus, not surprising that the concept of freedom has
been of interest to philosophers for over two millennia.

Ms. Nussipova’s work fits squarely in this long tradition of philosophers analyzing the
concept of freedom. By documenting the presence and understanding of this concept in Kazakh
history and culture, Ms. Nussipova deepens our understanding of the concept of freedom
generally, as well as its place in Kazakh philosophy and culture. By showing its presence in early
Kazakh thought, Nussipova further confirms our recognition of the universality of the concept of
human freedom and its centrality to human flourishing. She documents, correctly, that we are at
a moment in history in which it is particularly important to reinvigorate philosophical study of
human freedom. As totalitarian regimes continue to strive to dominate their own citizens and
neighboring countries and peoples, the reinvigoration of the study of human freedom is of signal
importance. Ms. Nussipova’s work is, thus, part of a tradition of fundamental importance to
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human dignity and well-being. It is, as she notes, also importantly related to the proper
understanding and implementation of the “New Kazakhstan” platform; thus, her research comes
at a propitious moment in Kazakh history.

Evaluation. In laying out the details of her dissertation research, Ms. Nussipova displays
an impressive mastery of the history of philosophical work on human freedom, including
discussion of a) the concept’s roots in Hellenistic philosophers, including Socrates, Plato, and
Aristotle; b) the concept in medieval philosophy; ¢) the concept as manifest in the European
enlightenment; d) the Russian intellectual tradition’s treatment of the concept; and, most
importantly, e) the origins and nature of the concept as found throughout Kazakh history, from
its emergence in early Kazakh folklore up to the present day. Her work promises to be the most
thorough discussion of the concept of freedom in Kazakh thought and will thereby be an
important original contribution to the history of philosophy. Her work, however, is not merely of
historical interest, for she positions it to inform the development and progress of the “New
Kazakhstan” platform.

I understand, moreover, that my high opinion of Ms. Nussipova’s research is
independently confirmed by the fact that she has had four articles published in a journal
recommended by Committee for Control over Science and Education of the Ministry of
Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and one article published in a journal
tracked by SCOPUS.

Recommendation. Ms. Gulnara Nussipova’s dissertation project is well-conceived and
contributes to a topic of great importance for humanity generally and Kazakh society in
particular. Her discussion of the history and present understanding of the concept of freedom is
thorough, detailed, and insightful. For these reasons as well as those stated above, Ms.
Nussipova’s dissertation project is up to the standards expected of a dissertation project at a
North American, Research One University. She is a talented philosopher who conducts her
research with care and distinction.
