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The topic of the dissertation of Nurzhayeva Alina is relevant nowadays, since at
present, in the era of active processes of globalization, modern countries consider that
national identity is one of the important factors affecting the potential for stability of a
nation. This stems from the growing trend of identity awareness in the process of national
development against the backdrop of globalization and modernization. Various
contradictions and conflicts around national identity affect political stability and ethnic
relations in multi-ethnic countries. The prospect of managing the nation-state,
understanding, and awareness of the development trend and state of national identity also
became means of analyzing and assessing the degree of building national identity and
social stability. One of the strategies for maintaining the stability and unity of the nation,
developed in China and known as the "China Dream", includes the revitalization of the
nation. There are various researches on connotations and interpretations of modern China
and its place in the world. However, the dissertation offers an analysis of the national
identity of the Chinese and its transformation in the view of culture and politics from the
past to the present that is considered a novelty.

The analysis is based on a wide range of source materials, documents, and other
data from international organizations and theoretical perspectives of Chinese scientists that
* have not been previously cited in Kazakhstan. In addition to Chinese sources, the author
uses the works of Russian and Western Sinologists and scientists in the fields of politics,
economics, cultural studies, and international relations. The structure of the dissertation is
quite strong, as in the course of its introduction, three basic chapters, and conclusion it
offers a logical and innovative approach to the studied problems.

The problem of national identity itself is of critical importance. It is one of defining
issues in the domestic and foreign policies of different states and has enormous economic

consequences for each of these states, given its central role in national and international
policies.

Mor-eover, the study focuses not only on national minorities and their areas of
residence in China but also an attempt is made to clarify the connotation, expand the study

of the relationship between the citizens of the PRC, and the way of building national
identity. :




The results of the study of the ethnopolitics carried out in the PRC, as well as the
study of the social practice of the Chinese national identity formation in the era of
globalization from the past to the present, is useful information for a critical analysis of the
problem under study. Studying the national mentality and characteristics of social relations
in China also contributes to better mutual understanding and the development of good-
neighborly relations between our countries and peoples.

The research work is devoted to several factors in the formation of Chinese identity
and introduces the reader to a number of works by international authors that offer
theoretical perspectives for understanding and solving the problem. The dissertation is a
completed research work performed by the author independently at a sufficiently high
~ scientific level. Reasoning one's own conclusions by the results of research by other
specialists, facts, and examples from practice, statistical data, and logical arguments
provide a sufficiently high degree of substantiation of the main provisions of the
dissertation. Thus, Nurzhayeva Alina has achieved the goals and objectives planned in the
study.
