Review of the dissertation work of Dinara Saparova

This letter is to evaluate the dissertation work conducted by Dinara Saparova as a PhD
candidate at the Department of Religious and Cultural Studies, Al-Farabi Kazakh National
University, Aimaty.

I met Dinara Saparova first in 2015 when | served as a visiting lecturer at the S. Amanzholov
University, Oskemen, where she was at that time the head of the Department of
International Affairs. | have since experienced as a very talented and committed young
scholar. So | was very happy to become an external adviser to her PhD project on “the
cultural space of the digital generation” at Al-Farabi Kazakh National University. In the
course of our collaboration | have met her once in Almaty in 2017 in the very beginning of
her project to discuss the design and further steps to take. Then, she visited our department
in Zurich and the Max Planck Institute for Social Anthropology, Halle, where we extensively
exchanged ideas on her topic and the findings she had collected by then. These meetings
were truly inspiring and showed the significant progress she had made in the meantime.

Now her PhD thesis is finalized and | am more than impressed. This is a very solid and
innovative study on the consequences of on-going digitalization on the young generations
growing up within this new paradigmatic environment. Her analysis hereby is very balanced
and multi-faceted. While there are undoubtedly many changes and opportunities for the
good that come along with this process, she aptly also points to the potential drawbacks,
starting from social isolation and a changing landscape of inter-generational communication
as part of an internet addiction to the spread of harmful attitudes and behaviours, including
hate-speech and cyber bullying.

In terms of implementation and methodology, the study also fulfils all the requirements
expected. Dinara Saparova has conducted a multitude of interviews and surveys, which she
thoroughly analysed. In addition, she closely followed debates in social media and utilised
other philological, historical and anthropological approaches.
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The topic of the digital generation is of great significance for social and cultural sciences as
well as for policy and practical considerations. It will change the face of the world
fundamentally, whether we may like it or not. Dinara Saparova has shown us the different
paths this may take and the consequences for a new generation of citizens and for society
at large. This includes an acceleration of a hedonistic consumerism and the threat of an
“overheated” world but also of the glocalisation of culture and chances for a more fulfilling
self-realisation of (mutually) respectful individuals in a world we all live in together.

In my view, the dissertation by Dinara Saparova fulfils all the requirements expected for
moving on with her defence.
