4. Requirements for applicants
	Admission rules:

Competitive selection for admission is carried out on the basis of the examination by the examining committee of the GPA, the results of entrance examinations in the disciplines: "Foreign Language" and the exam in the specialty.

The entrance exam in a foreign language is passed by the technologies of the National Testing Center of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan at a regional center approved by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
Persons holding international certificates confirming foreign language proficiency in accordance with European competencies (standards) of proficiency in a foreign language: English: Test of English as a Foreign Language Institutional Testing Program Internet-based Test (TOEFL IBT, threshold score - at least 87), TOEFL, threshold score - at least 560 points, International English Language Tests System (IELTS, threshold score - at least 6.0) are exempt from passing the introductory foreign language exam (except for persons entering the magistracy in the English-language schools who give comprehensive testing). 
The university admissions office checks the certificates provided and has the right to refuse to accept a document, the authenticity of which is not confirmed.

The entrance examination in the specialty is carried out according to the programs approved by the Scientific and Methodological Council of the University

The results of the entrance exams are posted on the university's website by the Admissions Office on the day of the exam.
