REQUIREMENTS FOR ABSTRACT PREPARATION
· The abstract should not exceed 1 page, Microsoft Word 
· Name the location in the center (in capital letters, font bold, 12pt)
· Below the center is the author's surname and initials (lower case letters, boldface font, 11pt).
· Below in the center surname and initials, academic degree and title of supervisor (in lowercase letters, italics, bold, 11pt).
· Under the surname - the organization that you represent, the city, (in lower case letters, 11pt).
· Below is the email address (italic,10pt).
· Abstracts must be accompanied by a review of the supervisor to reflect the relevance, novelty, and the main result (graphics, tables, pictures). 
· Page parameters: top margin - 2 cm, bottom margin - 2 cm, left - 3 cm, right - 1.5 cm, Times New Roman font, font size - 12pt, single line spacing; paragraph indentation - 1 cm; portrait orientation; without headers and footers and page setting; text is justified 
· Design of literature by sample, font - 11pt.

The conference organizing committee reserves the right to reject reports submitted outside the main areas of the conference and publish abstracts that do not meet the above requirements. The organizing committee does not intend to edit the text of the abstracts. No more than three abstracts are accepted from one author. Abstracts that are not completed in accordance with the requirements will be returned to the authors.

Abstracts of reports should be checked for borrowings from open sources (plagiarism). The check is carried out using the Internet resource - www.antiplagiat.ru or by the scientific advisor through the Univer system (for students and young scientists of Al-Farabi KazNU). The degree of originality must be at least 75%.
