	Accordingly, the target audience formulated the rules of admission, the program highlighted a block of elective language courses, the study of which should help students to master the necessary minimum linguistic knowledge. An important requirement for the applicant is knowledge of English, French and German. The development of the most modern achievements of linguistic science is impossible without active work with the English texts of leading foreign publications, widely practiced in the development of a number of academic disciplines. Competitive selection for admission to the bachelor «6B023-Foreign languages and intercultural communication» is carried out on the basis of examination of the UNT points, the results of entrance examinations in the disciplines: "Foreign language" and "History of Kazakhstan". Every year the selection Committee sets a minimum number of points for each subject, confirming the successful completion of the entrance test. Admission Committee conducts enrollment on the basis of the conclusion of the examination Committee. The part of the entrants will be credited to the program according to the results of the Olympiad for schoolchildren.
