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Collaboration plays an extremely important role in scientific activity, as achieving results depends on varied poits of view and experiences. However, it is impossible to deny the existence of a gender gap: women comprise less than 30% of scientists and researchers worldwide, and about 39% in Central and Eastern Europe. Women are underrepresented in many scientific and research disciplines, and the nuclear field is no exception.

On February 11, the International Day of Women and Girls in Science is observed worldwide. It was established based on a resolution of the United Nations General Assembly adopted on December 22, 2015, to ensure full and equal access to science for women and girls and their participation in it. This day serves as a reminder that women and girls play a crucial role in the scientific and technological community.

Within the framework of the International Day of Women in Science, an event dedicated to academician Maya Mikhailovna Bagizbaeva took place on May 11, 2023, at the Philological Faculty. This year, the event was held in the format of a round table. The aim of the event was "Discussion of current issues in contemporary Russian philology and promotion of the philological heritage of Maya Mikhailovna Bagizbaeva."

The round table was attended by Doctor of Philology, Professor, Head of the Department of Russian and Foreign Literature at the Russian University of Peoples' Friendship, Alexander Georgievich Kovalenko, Ph.D. in Philology, Associate Professor of the Department of Russian and Foreign Literature at the Russian University of Peoples' Friendship, Karina Nazirovna Galay, Ph.D., Associate Professor, Head of the Department of Analytics and External Literary Relations at the Institute of Literature and Art named after M.O. Auezov, Svetlana Viktorovna Ananyeva, and researchers from the Department of Russian Philology and World Literature - N.Zh. Shaimerdenova, A.Zh. Zhaksylykov, U.K. Abisheva, and B.U. Joldasbekova. During the round table, contemporary philology issues were discussed, and the role of M.M. Bagizbaeva in science was highlighted, along with a film presentation about her.
