its implementation.

The event took place at UNESCO Headquarters in Paris, on 9 May
2023.Virtual participation was possible, so the teaching staff of our
Chair was happy to join this confer-
ence.

The event was aimed at solving
problems arising from the rapid de-
velopment of science and technology
and the uneven distribution of sci-
entific resources around the world.
Historical perspectives and regional
approaches to scientific freedom and
responsibility were also be explored.
The goal was to find ways to rein-
force the work of governments and
key institutions through appropriate
tools and frameworks for measuring progress.

The event was opened by Sir Peter Gluckman, President of the ISC,
and Gabriela Ramos, Assistant Director-General for Social and Human
Sciences of UNESCO. Conference speakers were: Robert French, Re-
tired Chief Justice of Australia; Chancellor, University of Western Aus-
tralia; = Monash University and the Australian National University;

and responsible practice of science in the 21st century”.

The academic staff of the UNESCO Chair for Sustainable Development
of Al-Farabi Kazakh National University joined the conference via zoom.
After the completion of the online meeting, a discussion was held on the
basic issues raised by the speakers, as well as the implementation of the
idea of balance in the ratio of scientific, academic freedom and responsibil-
ity of scientists in Kazakhstan and, specifically, at our university in the cir-
cle of teachers of the Chair.

- discussing the problem in the implementation of the Lima Action Plan
(LAP) in Kazakhstan and agreeing on common approaches to the implementa-
tion of the LAP with the proposal of project ideas;

- exchange of information on achievements and the current situation in Ka-
zakhstani biosphere reserves, as well as discussion of existing problems.

The moderator of the Seminar was the Chairman of the Kazakhstan Nation-
al Committee of the UNESCO MAB Program R.V. Yushchenko. The seminar
was attended by 30 people, including representatives of the Alakol, Almaty,
Charyn, Altyn-Emel, Zhongar reserves, the Kolsai kolderi reserve, potential Ile
-Alatau and Ile-Balkhash biosphere reserves, representatives of government
bodies, international organizations, and also the youth community.

During the Seminar, the participants exchanged information on the
achievements and current situation in Kazakhstan's biosphere reserves, as well
as discussed the existing management problems.

They critically discussed the draft of guide "Modern Approaches to the Ef-
fective Management of UNESCO Biosphere Reserves in the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan and received information on the procedures and principles for sub-
mitting nominations for the creation of biosphere reserves, as well as on the
periodic reporting process. New opportunities for joint cooperation in the de-
velopment of the national network of UNESCO Biosphere Reserves were dis-
cussed and agreed upon.

Teachers of the UNESCO Chair for Sustainable Development also discussed
the possibilities of cooperation with the biosphere reserves of the Almaty re-
gion as a base for the practice of educational programs of the department.

Guests of the VI International Autumn School - 2022 this academic year, Sergey Karpoyv,
specialist of the Communications and Information Department of the UNESCO Cluster
Office, Zeni Sarabia-Panol, professor at Middle Tennessee University (USA), emphasized
outreach work in the field of information and media literacy. The Autumn School was
attended by faculty and students of Al-Farabi KazNU, AlmaU University, Kazakh National
Academy of Arts named after T. Zhurgenova, students of the specialized school of KazNU, as
well as representatives of various journalistic public associations, foundations, TV channels,
etc.

The author of this material also spoke about the II International Winter School of PR as
part of the International Mother Language Day, held in 2023 by the UNESCO Chair of
Journalism and Communications together with the UNESCO Chair for Sustainable
Development of the Faculty of Geography and Nature Management. The discussed issues of
the Winter School were considered at the intersection of the interests of ecology and
journalism, competent coverage of the problems of environmental management in the press.
The two-week Winter School was distinguished by its content and abundance of information.
